OFFICIAL MINUTES

Pursuant to the foregoing notice, the regular meeting of the Haverhill Town Council was held on
Thursday, August 12, 2010 at the Town Hall, 4585 Charlotte Street, Haverhill. Those present
were James E. Woods, Mayor; Jay G. Foy, Vice Mayor; Jerry Beavers, Council Member; Mark
Uptegraph, Council Member; and Henry Lynch, Council Member. Also present were Town
Attorney John Fenn Foster, Town Administrator, Janice C. Rutan; and Code Enforcement
Officer, Joseph Roche.

CALL TO ORDER
Mayor Woods called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

INVOCATION AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
Mayor Woods offered the Invocation and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

ROLL CALL
The Town Administrator recorded all members were present.

APPROVAL OF AGENDA
There being no corrections, additions or deletions the agenda would stand as presented.

CONSENT AGENDA

Approval of the August 12, 2010 regular meeting minutes

A motion was made by Council Member Beavers, seconded by Vice Mayor Foy and unanimously
passed (5-0) to approve the Consent Agenda as presented.

COMMENTS FROM THE PUBLIC

COMMENTS FROM THE PALM BEACH COUNTY SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT

Palm Beach County Sheriff’s Officer presented statistics for the period August 12, 2010 through
August 25, 2010. There had been over 100 self initiated activity reports that included residential
checks. Calls included mostly civil matters. Council Member Lynch reminded the Officer the
speed limit through the Town was 30 mph and asked that he keep an eye open for the offenders.

SECOND READINGS AND PUBLIC HEARINGS

ORDINANCE NO. 396: AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF
HAVERHILL, FLORIDA, AMENDING CHAPTER 58, ZONING, BY AMENDING
ARTICLE II, ZONING BOARD OF ADJUSTMENTS, BY DELETING ANY REFERENCE
TO THE ZONING BOARD OF APPEALS AND AUTHORIZING THE TOWN COUNCIL
TO HEAR ALL APPEALS INVOLVING VARIANCES; PROVIDING FOR REPEAL OF
LAWS IN CONFLICT; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; PROVIDING FOR
AUTHORITY TO CODIFY; PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE; AND FOR
OTHER PURPOSES.

The title was read by Attorney Foster.
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A motion was made by Council Member Uptegraph, seconded by Vice Mayor Foy and unanimously
passed (5-0) to approve Ordinance No. 396 on second reading.

ORDINANCE NO. 397: AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE
TOWN OF HAVERHILL, FLORIDA, AMENDING CHAPTER 58, ZONING
CODE, TO PROVIDE A DEFINITION OF PAIN MANAGEMENT CLINICS;
PROVIDING THAT PAIN MANAGEMENT CLINICS SHALL BE ALLOWED
AS A SPECIAL EXCEPTION ONLY IN THE C-1 LIMITED COMMERCIAL
DISTRICT; PROVIDING FOR CONDITIONS ASSOCIATED WITH THE
ESTABLISHMENT AND OPERATION OF PAIN MANAGEMENT CLINICS;
PROVIDING A MORATORIUM ON THE ESTABLISHMENT OF NEW PAIN
MANAGEMENT CLINICS WITHIN THE MUNICIPAL BOUNDARIES OF THE
TOWN OF HAVERHILL PENDING THE ADOPTION OF ADMINISTRATIVE
RULES AND REGULATIONS; PROVIDING A CONFLICTS CLAUSE,
AUTHORITY TO CODIFY; PROVIDING A SEVERABILITY CLAUSE AND
PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE

The title was read by Attorney Foster.

A motion was made by Council Member Beavers, seconded by Council Member Lynch
and unanimously passed (5-0) to approve Ordinance No. 397 on first reading.

ORDINANCE NO. 398: AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN
OF HAVERHILL, FLORIDA, AMENDING CHAPTER 46, SIGN CODE, BY AMENDING
ARTICLE III, STANDARDS AND REGULATIONS, DIVISION I, BY ADDING
PROVISIONS REGARDING MASTER SIGN PROGRAMS AND ALTERNATE SIGN
PROGRAMS; PROVIDING FOR REPEAL OF LAWS IN CONFLICT; PROVIDING FOR
SEVERABILITY; PROVIDING FOR AUTHORITY TO CODIFY; PROVIDING FOR AN
EFFECTIVE DATE; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.

The title was read by Attorney Foster.

A motion was made by Council Member Lynch, seconded by Council Member
Uptegraph and unanimously passed (5-0) to approve Ordinance No. 398 on first reading.

Review Attorney Memo re: Non Ad Valorem Assessments; Stormwater Assessment and
Telecommunication Franchise Fees

Attorney Foster presented a memo to the Town Council that outlined the process involved in
increasing the Communications Services Tax, utilizing the uniform method to collect non-ad
valorem assessments for the purpose of funding solid waste collection and disposal and creating a
stormwater utility.

Attorney Foster informed the Council that back in 1998, a Resolution (98-02) was passed by the
Town Council that set forth the Town’s intent to collect a non ad valorem assessment to fund the
Town’s waste collection and disposal. The Council, several months later decided to abandon the
process.

He explained that the creation of a stormwater utility would be more involved. Because it would
be the impervious areas that directly impact the need for a stormwater management system, the
Town would need to engage an engineer to study the area and make recommendations. The
formula for establishing the assessment was next discussed.

The timeline for adoption and implementation the programs was next discussed. Attorney Foster
explained that the increase to Communication Services Tax could be completed by September
2011 so that the additional revenue could be considered in the FY2011/2012 budget. The
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Ordinance authorizing collection of a non ad valorem assessment to fund the Town’s waste
collection and disposal would need to be adopted and forwarded to the County by January 2010.

Discussion followed. Concern over the costs to assess the Town’s stormwater system may
outweigh the benefits. Vice Mayor Foy suggested the Town hold off creating a stormwater utility
until the new federal regulations are adopted. Vice Mayor Foy commented that increasing the
Communications Services Tax is taxing the residents whereas the non ad valorem assessment
puts fairness back in the cost of solid waste collection. He explained that every property would
be evenly assessed.

It was suggested that the matter be brought up for discussion at the next workshop. The
consensus of the Town Council was to authorize the Town Attorney to move forward with the
research and preparation for the implementation of the increase to the Communication Services
Tax and the non ad valorem assessment for garbage collection. The stormwater utility and utility
fees would be postponed.

REPORTS
Town Attorney

Mayor

Mayor Woods reported on the conference call held earlier in the day with representatives from
ATS. It was explained that due to the recently enacted legislation, the Town cannot enforce the
violations through Code Enforcement. ATS was put on notice that the Town may need to
terminate the contract because it cannot meet the requirements of the statute. It was suggested
that the Town enter into an interlocal agreement with another entity to run the program. At the
close of the conversation, representatives from ATS requested the Town grant them permission to
negotiate an Interlocal with the County on behalf of the Town.

Attorney Foster advised that the Town would need to issue the termination letter, however, ATS
had asked for a forbearance of two weeks, to September 9, 2010. Council agreed to the
extension,

Discussion followed as to the continuance of the program as a safety measure. Attorney Foster
commented that he had not even addressed the issue of whether the program needed to be let out
for competitive bid again because the legislation so altered the fee schedule.

A motion was then made by Vice Mayor Foy, seconded by Council Member Uptegraph and
unanimously passed (5-0) to authorize the Mayor to terminate the agreement at the expiration of
the forbearance period, September 10, 2010.

Mayor Woods reported on the luncheon he and the Town Administrator had attended at the
Haverhill Baptist Church. He had asked to be the guest speaker and he spoke on the history of
the Town and the function of local government.

He reported that the Palm Beach Post had contacted the Town inquiring into the amount of
revenue collected from the speeding tickets issued within the Town.

Consultants

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Administrator’s Report

The Town Administrator reported that John Bellamy, Architect from Island Designs was working
with the Town to draw up the specs for the window replacement project awarded through the
County energy grant. She explained that her threshold for expenditures was $3,000 and was
asking if Council would authorize up to $5,000 for this phase of the project.

A motion was then made by Council Member Beavers and seconded by Council Member Lynch
to authorize an expenditure of up to $5,000 for John Belamy/Island Designs for the drafting of the
specifications of the window replacement project. Vice Mayor Foy abstained from the vote
explaining that as the Engineer for the City of Atlantis, he was working with Mr. Belamy in the
same capacity. The motion carried with 4 in favor and one abstention.

The Town Administrator reported that Earl Moore, representative for the assisted living facility
being constructed on Ivory Lane had complained to her office over the requirements that Adam
Galicki of Palm Beach County Water Ultilities was placing on the property. He was requiring Mr.
Moore to install additional manholes and the additional cost was causing a hardship. He reported
that he had a meeting scheduled with Mr. Galicki and if they could not reach an agreement, he
would like to meet with Town Council at the September 7, 2010 workshop.

Committee and Delegate Reports
Vice Mayor Foy reported that the Code and Ordinance Committee had been very active.

He reported that FEMA had finally released funding for the County’s Briarwood drainage project
which when completed will provide flood relief to Briarwood and alternative for Woodland is
now finished, that will improve drainage.

He reported on the Belvedere Road Committee meetings and that the letter containing absolute
proof that the through lane is not needed would be sent to the Commissioners. Meetings were
being scheduled between the Commissioners and Town representatives. Attorney Foster had
informed Mr. Weisman that the Town was meeting with Commissioners.

The strategy of the meetings was discussed briefly. It was agreed that no one would take the lead
however each person would speak a part and that they would highlight 6-8 points.

Council Member Beavers had attended the Florida League of Cities Conference in Hollywood,
Florida. He highlighted the topics of the keynote speakers and noted their presentations were
available on the League’s website. He obtained a copy of Scott Paine’s book “Rethinking Public
Leadership for the 21* Century”. He also delivered CD’s on “Transparency in Government” and
“When Disaster Strikes”.

Council Member Beavers spoke briefly on the “COOP” Plan and that Chuck Tear, formalily of
PBC EOC. He noted that Mr. Tear may be able to provide us with a temporary trailer should the
Town Hall be damaged through hurricane.

The League had passed several Resolutions, some of which Councilman Beavers did not support.

It was reported that the Assistant County Engineer, based on an opinion of the Attorney General,
notified the municipalities that effective October 1, 2010, the County will no longer maintain
sidewalks and medians owned by the County located within a municipality. The Town Council
expressed concern over the unfunded mandate to the Town. Staff would contact the Palm Beach
County League of Cities to request assistance with this matter.

Council Member Beavers would be calling a meeting of the Emergency Management Committee.
